People are losing their housing
alarming rates, are suffering from major health issues
cluding drug addiction, and are facing tremendous
ancial pressures. Services for people are struggling to
set the huge demand. We are one of those human services, here for the people in
ir community when they are facing hardship and need a safe place for their beloved
it to go. The problems people in our community are dealing with have kept our
elter full.

We are not alone. Animal welfare organizations across the US are at capacity or
:aling with overcrowding. An unfortunate result of this is a growing number of rescues
1o are not located in Vermont, who transport animals here to be adopted by
srmonters. If that pet isn’t a match, the rescue where they came from often will not
ke that pet back. The family is stuck with a pet who is not appropriate for their family,
has unexpected medical/behavioral issues. Guess who gets called? CVHS.

The good news? Thanks to you, CVHS is here for our community. We helped over
0 pets, providing food, shelter, vet care, love, and a second chance. You will read
me of their stories here, stories that started out in hardship, and ended happy.

More good news: When you adopt from us, we are completely transparent about
1at we know, and what we do not know, about that pet. We spend time talking with
U, guiding you to a good match. We provide you with the post-adoption support
U need. Most importantly, if that pet is not a match, we happily take that pet back
‘0 our care. We believe that if it is not a match for the people, then it is not a match
r that pet. We will fry again, now equipped with even more information about that
:t to help make the next match.

CVHS is a vital safety net for the people and pets in our local communities. We go
e extra mile for every pet in our care. All of this is made possible by the support of
Ir community, from people like you.

We needed to find Miss Kali May a very special home. A peaceful
home with a good lap to sit in, a home who would dote on her like the
princess she is, and who understood her needs as a nearly blind dog.

She was quite humorous here when staff were trying to work on the
computer or talk on the phonel!

She also sought a family who understood that with her age, Miss Kali
May came with older pup problems, including the fact that the mass
on her paw might come back. It took over a month, but we found a
nice, quiet home where Miss Kali May would indeed be treated like
a princess!

hen we got the call that there were fifteen cats in need of rescue, we heard a familiar story. A kind and
w compassionate person started feeding a few cats who came around their property on a real Sesame Street.

In no time, two cats became four, then boom—fifteen! Not only was this kind person overwhelmed, he was
losing his housing. The fifteen cats needed a new home, too. And our lovely Vermont community stepped in. A friendly
neighbor called us, then helped capture all the cats, and brought them to CVHS over two days. We took in ten cats and
five kittens, who of course got names of beloved Sesame Street characters: Bert and Ernie, Cookie Monster, Rosita, Julia,
Oscar the Grouch, Count Von Count, Grover, Mr. Snuffleupagus, Prairie Dawn, Telly Monster, Abby Cadabby, Irvine, EImo,
and last but not least, Big Bird.

All fifteen needed spay/neuter, vaccines, were covered in fleas, but for the most part healthy. Except for poor Count
Von Count. He was favoring his rear leg, and seemed to be in pain. We sent him
for radiographs which showed his hip joint was not properly aligned and his leg
bone appeared to be too short, both likely the result of an old injury. The injury
also caused osteoarthritis. The hip could not be repaired and was causing him
pain, so our vet recommended amputation. Count quickly figured out how to
get around as a “tripod” kitty, and proved to be an affectionate sweetheart.
We found Count and his fourteen buddies, new, loving homes.

Healthy cats can get pregnant at only 4 months old, and can have 3-4 litters
ayear. Cats multiply quickly, and there are still too many unwanted cats in
Vermont—please spay/neuter.

We knew
Norman loved his toys, so we sent him
home with a few, but his people made sure
he has plenty more.
